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wmmrﬁ now, Pennsylvanians have a
short window of opportunity to preserve
in law the union of one man and one
woman. The Pennsylvania Marriage
Protection Amendment is in the hands
of the Pennsylvania legislature. If we are
successful in amending our State Con-
stitution, marriage in Pennsylvania will
be limited to one man and one woman,
thus preventing civil unions or other
counterfeit forms of marriage.
